Rules for Eligibility of Parental Generation Stock

In Seppala Siberian Sleddog Evolving Breed Identification Programme
1.  Animals from AKC, CKC and similar national registries whose pedigrees are traceable to members of the ten MARKOVO/SEPPINEAU Second Foundation group in all pedigree lines  (see Note A) are eligible contingent upon satisfactory inspection and performance proof.

2.  Animals from the Sergei Solovyev Russian bloodline and their descendants, regardless of prior registry status, are eligible contingent upon satisfactory inspection and performance proof. Their origin may be subject to authentication by the Breed Steward, who may require documentation to be produced by the owner proving the origin of candidate animals.

3.  Animals from cross-strain matings between Category 1. and Category 2. stock are eligible contingent upon satisfactory inspection and performance proof. The Breed Steward may require documentation proving ancestry and origins of candidate animals. 

4.  Animals not conforming to any of the above categories (as for example, stock directly imported from Siberia, performance outcross animals or other outcross stock) may be considered by the Breed Steward and the Board for approval on the merits of the individual case and the current needs and status of the breeding programme. In all cases under this category acceptance is subject not only to inspection and performance proof  but to two filial generations of progeny testing before irrevocable approval is granted. The Breed Steward may require such documentation as he feels necessary to authenticate a candidate animal’s origin.

5.  Animals from AKC, CKC and similar national registries not wholly descended from the ten MARKOVO/SEPPINEAU Second Foundation dogs but tracing otherwise wholly to stock from historic Seppala Strain kennels (see Note B), should any such be discovered, are eligible contingent upon satisfactory inspection, performance proof and tracing/authentication of pedigree by the Breed Steward, who may require certified pedigrees or such other documentation as he deems necessary for authentication.

6.  (1) At the discretion of the Breed Steward and subject to the approval of the Board of Directors, registered Siberian Huskies from AKC, CKC, or other national registry bodies, whose pedigrees contain up to five percent of non-Seppala lineage as determined and calculated by the Breed Steward,  may be accepted.

(2) Acceptance of such “percentage Seppalas” is exceptional, not automatic, and decisions of the Board and the Breed Steward are final. Criteria governing acceptance are an internal matter and will not be subject to discussion or negotiation with the owners of candidate animals.

(3) Analysis of pedigree will play a major part in determining acceptability, as will overall conformity to the breed Standard. Origins, nature and quantity of non-Seppala lineage in the pedigree, its distribution within the pedigree, level of performance proving of the animal in question, and physical inspection by the Breed Steward will all play a part in the final decision. 

(4) As acceptance of such animals is expected to be a rare exception to the norms set forth in the previous five sections, there is no guarantee that any particular “percentage Seppala” animal will necessarily be accepted regardless of its origin or relative degree of bloodline purity. Neither the Breed Steward nor the Board are under any obligation to justify their decisions. The Board will ensure that animals accepted under this section remain a small minority such that there is no possibility of undue genetic influence upon the breed as a whole.

(5) Accepted “percentage Seppalas” and their progeny may be subject to breeding restrictions as directed by the Breed Steward, in order to ensure their assimilation to mainstream Seppala Siberian Sleddog lineage. Acceptance may at the Breed Steward’s and/or the Board’s option be made subject to one or two generations of progeny testing.

7.  In any of the above categories the Board may require approved  DNA profiling of candidate animals for Parental Generation status to be performed at the owner’s expense.
